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BarioNet:  Getting Started 

 
 

1) Write down the MAC address of the unit.  This can be found on the back of the controller.  The MAC address in the 
picture below is:  00-20-4A-80-45-C7 

 

 
 
 
 

2) Power up the BarioNet unit.  The controller requires a power supply with an output of 9-30VDC.  It takes a max of 4 
watts.   Connect the power supply as shown below.  The green wire on the far right is the power supply V– or ground.   
The black wire on the second from the right is the power supply V+. 
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3) Connect an Ethernet cable between the BarioNet controller and your PC.  If it is a direct connection between your PC 
and the BarioNet, then use a crossover cable.  If it is a connection made through a switch or through your existing 
LAN use a straight through patch cable. 

 

 
 
 

4) Set your PC’s IP Address to:  172.16.17.110    
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5) Arp the unit so that your PC associates the temporary IP address  172.16.17.111  with the MAC address of the 
BarioNet.  Do so by typing the below command into a command prompt window.  Make sure that you use your unit’s 
MAC address and not the one shown below.
